Sciences”. The duly authorised representatives declare in their letter of
intent the European cooperation in the field of transport (ref. Annex 1).

The working group established in Lindau / Lake Constance on 6

October 2000 continues its task pursuing the goal to work out proposals
for the legislative, organisational status of the ,European Forum

of Transport Sciences” (Annex 2)

By the letter of intent to set up the European Forum of nine European
Associations it is pursued to establish a “European Association of
Transport Sciences”. This will by the European Forum of Transport
Sciences is expressed in its public relations activity by using the term
“EATS in foundation”.

Considering a timely implementation of the goal laid down in the Vienna
Protocol, the DVWG volunteers to handle the following tasks:

Structuring of the European Transport Congresses as the main
scientific undertaking

The results presented by the common working group will be subject to
discussion within and subsequent approval by the respective scientific
associations.

The associations participating in the European Forum of Transport
Sciences will work out an activity profile as well as thematic proposals

Forum. Both these working papers will be given to the DVWG by the end
of August for the preparation of the working group consultations.
